FACING A LOUSY PROBLEM 

HEAD ON 
 
Head lice are a nuisance. Unfortunately we have 
seen an increase in the number of cases in our 
community the last three to four years.  This is not 
a unique situation.  In fact, all over the state, 
schools have reported a persistent problem with 
absences due to the pesky critters.  
 
Here are some tips that may reduce the chances 
of your child coming in contact with head lice and 
what to do if your child gets them.    
 
• Teach your children to never share hats, 
clothing, batting helmets, combs or brushes, 
including at Boy and Girl Scout meetings and 
activities. 
 
• Before hosting or going to a sleepover, ask all 
the invited families to double-check their child’s 
heads on the day before the party, and then take 
care of the problem if found – BEFORE the party.     
 
•  Avoid trying on hats in stores. When shopping, 
vigorously shake all clothing being tried on before 
putting it over one’s head.   
 
•  When taking your children to a holiday movie, 
on public transportation (including an airplane), 
take a plastic garbage sack along as well.  Place 
that sack over the back of the seat where your 
child’s head rests.  
 
•  Check your child’s head every day and at the 
first sign of lice don’t panic, just treat the problem. 
Notify your child’s friends and Lakeside 
immediately that they have been exposed.   
Treatment includes using a product to kill the lice 
as well as removing every nit from the hair shafts.  
Additionally, a family must thoroughly vacuum the 
house (including all bedding or furniture that a 
family member sits or sleeps on).   Don’t forget to 
clean your car as well.  All stuffed animals, 
backpacks, and pillows should be sealed in plastic 
bags for two weeks. Jackets and outerwear must 
also be laundered or dry-cleaned. Bedding must 
be changed more frequently until the family is 
sure the infestation is completely eliminated in a 

home. (Some recommendations encourage 
bedding to be washed daily until the problem is 
eliminated.) Vigilance will pay off, but letting it go 
even just one day will result in a long battle with 
this nuisance.   
Clubhouse has been contacted and they have 
taken precautions to clean and keep cloth areas 
off limits for a time.
