CHARACTER COUNTS!

This year, as we have been learning about
Character, we have been using S-T-A-R. This is
a four-step process for making decisions,
planning for the future, approaching school work
and resolving conflicts.

Stop
Think
Act
Review

This week, we look at the second step, THINK.
When a person stops, and then takes time to
think, the odds increase that she or he will make a
better decision. If our student asks specific
questions of her- or him-self, the likelihood of
better decision-making is even greater. These
questions can be remembered by referring to
them as the ABC's of decision-making:

Alternatives

To make a decision: What are my alternatives in
this situation?

To evaluate a decision: What were my
alternatives in that situation?

Behavior

To make a decision: Of those alternatives, what
behavior should | choose?

To evaluate a decision: Of those alternatives,
what behavior did | choose?

Consequences

To make a decision: If | choose a particular
behavior, what might be the consequences?
To evaluate a decision: What were the
consequences of the behavior | chose?



Have your child teach you the sign language for
“Think”: Index finger to forehead, rotate wrist in
"drilling" motion.
